The Village of Fox Lake has informed us that the sewer project will begin shortly on the church
property. It was planned that the large sewer pipes would only be installed on the easement property
but because of county concerns, the sewer pipe will be installed on the church property and affect the
parking spaces adjacent to State Park Road, our electrical LED sign, landscape bricks, and driveway
light. They have assured us that we will have access to the church and both the parking lot, sign,
bricks, and light will either be restored to its original condition or replaced.

With God’s guidance and His will, All Saints will continue to move forward in faith and our commitment
to share His Good News. We look forward to seeing you back in church on Sunday morning
worshipping together and praising God for His love and blessings!
